1.  Multiple Choice Examinations 

A 2B pencil and eraser are mandatory for FIN111, FIN111AO, FIN112, FIN112AO, 
FIN113, FIN113AO, FIN114, FIN114AO, FIN216, FIN240,  FIN241 & D511-D519 
(Including AO) multiple-choice examinations as well as examinations with a multiple-
choice component.  

 
2.  Calculators 

Calculators are permitted into an examination under the following conditions: 
·  Calculators must be provided by the candidate and not shared with other candidates 

·  No hand-held personal computers of any description can be taken into the examination 

·  The calculators must be silent, and have visual display only 

·  Calculators with retrieval or manipulation of text, external communications or 
dictionaries are not permitted 

·  Any stored data must be cleared before the calculator is taken into the examination 

·  No additional time will be given if a calculator breaks down during the examination 

·  Calculators that fail to comply with these standards will be confiscated for the duration

4.  Student Identification  

You will be required to bring to each examination, your Personal ID and your drivers' 
licence or another form of formal identification that includes your photo. 
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5.  Foreign Language Dictionaries  

A student whose first language is not English may use a standard foreign language 
translation dictionary in an examination, under the following conditions: 

 
• Students must apply for permission to use a foreign language dictionary.  The 
dictionary must accompany the request and be given to the examination supervisor or 
handed into the Kaplan office at least 48 hours prior to the scheduled examination, and 
clearly marked with your name and subject. 

 
• The student may only use a standard foreign language translation dictionary (i.e. one 
that does not include definitions). The dictionary must be a clean copy without markings 
or notes.  Electronic devices are not permitted. 

 
• The dictionary will be returned to the student at the start of the exam. If attending a 
venue, the dictionary will be taken to the venue by the supervising staff and distributed 
by the Presiding Officer. 
 

 
 
Other Information 
 
1.  Publication of results 

Final results will be mailed to students and accessible for viewing through Results and 
History page located under My Kaplan Login section of the Kaplan website. In the 
interest of student confidentiality, results will not be given over the telephone. 
Students who fail a subject may apply for a clerical re-addition of marks for 
examinations.  An application must be made on the appropriate form and lodged two 
weeks of the date on your result notice. 

 
2.  Special Consideration 

A student who is either ill or suffering some personal trauma (e.g. family bereavement) 
at the time of the examination or assignment may apply for special consideration. 
Application should be made initially by contacting the Kaplan office in your region, and 
must be confirmed in writing, accompanied by a medical certificate or other appropriate 
documentation, before  the assignment due date or examination date.  
 

3.  Inability to sit an examination 
Students who may be interstate or overseas during the examination period should 
check the Financial Services Study Information page of the Kaplan website regarding 
the location of examinations conducted by other regions. Please note alternative or post 
examinations will not be offered. Applications to sit examinations overseas or in a non-
metropolitan area are to be lodged at the Kaplan office in your state at least three 
weeks prior to the examination.
